Sunday, November 3rd, with zone “A”. 
Tuesday, November 5th, with zone “B”, 
Thursday, November 7th, with zone “C”, 
Sunday, November 10th, with zone “D”, 
Monday, November 11th, with zone “E”, 
Tuesday, November 12th with zone “F”,  
Thursday, November 14th, with zone “G”. 

Flushing will take place between the hours of 11:00 pm and 5:00 am. Customers are 
advised to shut off their hot water tanks and that some discoloration and/or low water 
pressure could be experienced. The town regrets any inconvenience this may have to its 
residents.

The hydrant flushing program for the Town of Stewiacke will include seven (7) different areas. Following is a list of the 
areas and the sections of Town that each area includes:

1- Area A: St. Andrews St., Edgewood Dr., Smith St., Meadowview Dr., Abby Grace Lane, and Sharron Anne’s 
Way Emma Janes Way, Amelia Ave.

2- Area B: Tower Rd., Windcrest St. Ruby’s Way, Kitchener St. (from Tower Rd. to George St.), Highland Dr., 
Rayclare Cresent, Hillcrest Dr., Lewis St., and George St.

3- Area C: Kitchener St. (from Tower Rd. to the end), Rockwell Dr., Sherbrooke St., Hillside Cresent, and 
Matthews Dr.

4- Area D: Main St. East (from the railroad crossing to the end), Cavel St., St. Andrews St. ext., and Pleasant 
Hill.

5- Area E: Main St. (from the railroad crossing to Riverside Ave.), Riverside Ave., Riverside Ave ext., Joffre 
St., Joffre St. ext., Dunrovin St., Asquith Ave., and Kelry Dr.

6- Area F: Main St. West (from Riverside Ave. to the # 2 Highway including the Fire Hall), Ridge Ave., and 
Perry Cresent

7- Area G: Main St. West (from the # 2 Highway to the end of Main St. West including Scotia Drive, and 
Gibson Blvd.)
